Public Safety discussion 
Areas of discussion included:

· State police will have extra coverage in the evening shifts this summer.  We were asked to identify areas of highest priority and mentioned Jackson Sq./Lorber Playground, Mass Ave to Claremont St., Forest Hills and Mission Hill.  (We followed up with an email to state police. 

· Bicycle patrols continue this summer (BPD, State police, MBTA and Northeastern University)

· General safety tips around theft – common incidents include theft from motor vehicles, package theft and other issues in the streets around the park.

Community Project Updates
PMAC membership form – Jennifer distributed a summary of membership sign-ups from the PMAC membership form.  So far the only major mailing/outreach about the membership form has been to a South End mailing list, along with some posts on Facebook.  This is a project that we can continue to work on.  

Park stewardship "walk-through" preliminary report – A small subcommittee did a walk-through of the park and started a record of projects, repairs, amenities, etc.   A full report will be presented at the July meeting. 

By-laws committee update – the subcommittee met, is almost done, and will have a draft for review prior to the October meeting. 
Bicycling and walking paths committee updates -- The subcommittee met and is drafting a letter to city departments.  
Mini-grant project -- Applications due June 3rd - review team meeting to be scheduled.  (Since then the review team met and approved seven mini-grant projects – see attached summary.) 

Greenway extension – A letter has been drafted (now sent!) to pursue next steps for the project.  Next steps may include a walk-through with interested parties. 

Summary - goals for the summer – brief discussion of goals, which include moving forward with the park stewardship work, communicating with city departments on the Carter playground area and other projects along the park, continuing with outreach and membership work, and other projects.  (Lots of different threads going on.)
