In partnership with the Southwest Corridor Park Conservancy, the Southwest Corridor Park Alliance is offering several small mini-grants to community organizations to support educational, history, arts and environment projects in and around the park for youth, families and community members.   This is the eighth year of this initiative.   
[1.] The Southwest Corridor Park mini-grant initiative focuses on the theme of “nurturing the next generation of park leadership” and seeks to support programming focused on themes such as park history, arts, nature study, environment, children’s gardening, and other park-related themes.
[2.] In support of the leadership theme, and in support of the Department of Conservation and Recreation’s Southwest Corridor Park Action Planning process, this year we are asking that proposals include a commitment to have program staff and/or participants participate in one of the in-the-park surveys, community meetings, or participate in an informal focus group about the park. 

[3.] Programs can run during the summer/(late summer), fall, or anytime during the year July 2023-June 2024.

[4.] We ask programs to (a.) share news and photos from their work via social media, tagging the Southwest Corridor Park; and (b.) send an end-of-program report, with photos and program description, that we can use in our social media and annual reports. 
The mini-grant funds, typically $500-$700 per organization, can support equipment, supplies, staff hours or other program costs.  Organizations can describe their funding request in the proposal.
